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Children’s’ Somme Garden





Volunteers have worked through the spring rain and planted box hedging around the edge of the Garden. Wood bark chippings were donated by Committee member Alistair Dunn; these will provide a protective layer around the flower beds and the base of the trees lining the Main Road. 





A successful application to Ards Borough Council will provide a medium sized hedge being planted. This hedge will run from the Childrens’ Somme Garden to the Play Area enclosing the space and making it safer for local children to play in.





A double staggered row of Phormium will be planted along the seaward side of the Garden to just beyond the box hedging. This plant absorbs the salt in the air and as it matures is an excellent windbreaker. This will not only protect the shrubs but will provide an even more comfortable area for all to visit, sit for a while and enjoy the peace of the Garden.

This summer looks like it will be one of the warmest in years. Follow these tips to make sure you and your family enjoy long summer evenings, beach trips, BBQs and picnics


Dress Properly�
Baring shoulders and legs may seem a good way to cool down but watch out for the sun! Wear loose fitting, light, long armed tops to protect from sunburn and get ahead in a hat. �
�
Sun Lotion�
Available locally. Purchase sun lotion with a high SPF factor (50+ for young children or older people). Remember to reapply regularly. �
�
Drink Plenty�
Drink cool water often (not fizzy drinks – they will only make you more thirsty). Warning – alcohol will dehydrate, be moderate in hot weather. �
�
BBQ safely�
Ensure all BBQs are supervised, lit according to instructions and not left unattended. Ensure BBQ is extinguished properly. Do not light a disposable BBQ on a wooden picnic table – you will burn more than just your sausages!


Make sure all food is cooked through (not just burned on outside and raw in middle).�
�
Cool Picnic�
If you are going on a picnic a great way to keep your food cool is to freeze some juice cartons and pack with your food. Food is cool and the drink will have thawed enough to give kids a refreshing cold drink.�
�
Beach watch�
Be careful when using inflatables, dinghy or boats at the beach. Currents can be dangerous and it’s easy to be swept out to deeper water. �
�
Dogs�
While pets are welcome on the beach at Cloughey, what they leave behind isn’t. Please remove all dog foul – it doesn’t cost anything to carry a plastic bag with you. There are dog foul bins on the Warren. Keep dogs on a lead especially when small children are around. �

Keep your cool this summer











Portaferry Lifeboat Station owes its origins to a former lifeboat station which was located in the village of Cloughey, Co. Down. 


On the East Coast of Northern Ireland there are many hazards between Burr Island and Killard Point. They include the South and North Rocks, the Rig, the Butter Pladdy and half-tide rocks off Ballyquinton Point. 


As a result of the large number of shipwrecks in the 19th Century it was decided to establish a lifeboat station at Cloughey which was a small coastal village on the Ards Peninsula, Co. Down. 


The Cloughey Lifeboat Station was established by the RNLI in 1884 and its first lifeboat was called 'The Faith' and was commissioned in 1885.


Between 1884 and 1978 the Cloughey Lifeboat was called out on 152 rescue missions and saved no less than 311 lives. 


The Cloughey/Portavogie Lifeboat Station was officially closed in 1981.


The service record boards of Cloughey Lifeboat Station have been preserved and are on display in Portaferry Lifeboat Station.

You can walk along the ‘rig’ connecting Cloughey to the North Rock. You have to be quick before the tide turns. Not everyone has had a good trip to North Rocks!





The much-loved immigrant ship Wild Deer left Glasgow on January 12th 1883 (� HYPERLINK "http://freepages.genealogy.rootsweb.com/~ourstuff/UnluckyFriday.htm" \t "_top" �a Friday�) with a crew of 41, nine hundred tons of general cargo and 209 immigrants for Dunedin in New Zealand. Within hours she had run aground on North Rock off the coast of Cloughey Bay. She was to sink and be lost but all on board survived to depart, one month later, on the ship Caroline for their intended new home of New Zealand.

Safe Home, Happy Home Check Scheme – Each year over 70 people die due to an accident in the home. Almost 70,000 visit their local Accident & Emergency Dept seeking help. 1out of every 7 attending Accident & Emergency are there because of an accident at home.


Sage Home, Happy Home Check Scheme is aimed at reducing the number of accidents within the home. Our friendly Home Safety Officer Charlene Magill will help you identify areas of risk in your home and give you the information, advice and support you need to make your home safer.
